The project activities commenced in June 2001 and will continue for 18 months until the end of November 2002 in Ethiopia, Kenya and Uganda. 

The objective of the project is to determine all poverty impacts on traditional household fuel suppliers arising from substituting biomass fuel with more modern fuels (kerosene, electricity, LPG etc.) in urban areas.   The purpose of the project is to inform policy makers, NGOs, donor organisations of the full livelihood and poverty impacts of fuel substitution. It will also look at all potential mitigation options for the health and environmental impacts of traditional energy use.
